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The Independence Visitor Center is located at the corner of 6th and Market Streets in Center City, Philadelphia.

The entrance to this garage is located on either 5th or 6th Streets between Arch and Market Streets.

By Car

From the South

Take I-95 North.

Follow signs for Central Phila./I-676 (Exit 22).

Follow signs for Phila./Independence Hall/Callowhill Street.
Keep right at the ramp fork.

Stay straight on Callowhill Street.

Turn left onto North 6th Street.

The parking facility is under our building on the left side of 6th Street between Arch and Market Streets.



From the North
There are three options- the NJ Turnpike via Betsy Ross Bridge or Benjamin Franklin Bridge, and I-95:

NJ Turnpike via Betsy Ross Bridge:
e  Take the NJ Turnpike to Exit 4.
e Take Route 73 North to Route 90 (Betsy Ross Bridge).
e Take the Betsy Ross Bridge into Philadelphia.
e  Follow signs for I-95 South (Center City).
e Take I-95 South.
e  Follow the signs for Central Phila./I-676 (Exit 22).
e  Follow signs for Phila./Independence Hall/Callowhill Street.
e  Make right at the light.
e  Stay straight on Callowhill St.
e  Turn left onto North 6th Street.

e The parking facility is under our building on the left side of 6th Street between Arch and Market Streets.

NJ Turnpike via Benjamin Franklin Bridge:

e  Take the NJ Turnpike to Exit 4.

e Take Route 73 North to Route 38 West to US-30.

e Take US-30 West over the Benjamin Franklin Bridge to I-676.

e  Follow signs for 5th and 6th Streets.

e Stay in right lane.

e  Go past 5th Street exit.

e  Follow signs for Independence Hall/6th Street.

e Make a right at the first light onto Franklin Street.

e Go around bend.

e Merge onto 6th Street South.

e  Stay to your left toward 6th Street/Independence Hall.

e The parking facility is under our building on the left side of 6th Street between Arch and Market Streets.
Via [-95:

e Take I-95 South.



Follow the signs for Central Phila./I-676 (Exit 22).

Stay to your right.

Follow signs for Phila./Independence Hall/Callowhill Street.
Make right at the light.

Stay straight on Callowhill St.

Turn left onto North 6th Street.

The parking facility is under our building on the left side of 6th Street between Arch and Market Streets.

From the West

Take I-76 (Pennsylvania Turnpike) to Valley Forge (Exit 326).

Follow signs to Philadelphia via I-76 East.

Remain on I-76 East for about 25 miles until you see signs for Central Philadelphia.
Take I-676 East (Exit 344).

Continue on I-676 East to the 8th Street exit.

Make a right onto 8th Street.

Make a left onto Race Street.

Make a right onto 6th Street.

The parking facility is under our building on the left side of 6th Street between Arch and Market Streets.

From the East

Take Atlantic City Expressway to Route 42 North.

Follow Route 42 North to the Benjamin Franklin Bridge (I-676), crossing into Philadelphia.
Follow signs for 5th and 6th Streets.

Stay in the right lane.

Go past 5th Street exit.

Follow signs for Independence Hall/6th Street.

Make a right at the first light onto Franklin Street.

Go around bend.

Merge onto 6th Street South.

Stay to your left toward 6th Street/ Independence Hall.

The parking facility is under our building on the left side of 6th Street between Arch and Market Streets.

Central Parking System - on Market Street between 8th and 9th Streets. Enter on 8th Street to Park. Leaving
from 8th Street turn left to Market Street. Make a right on Market Street and continue walking East to 6th Street.

Parkway Parking - on the East side of 8th Street at Ranstead Street. Walk right (North) on 8th Street to Market
Street. Right on Market Street to 6th Street.

Five Star Parking - on 8th and Chestnut Streets. Enter to park on 8th Street or on Chestnut Street. Exiting the
building on 8th Street, walk to the right to Market Street. On Market Street walk to the right and continue for two
blocks to 6th Street.

Parking Plaza-Quaker City Auto - on 8th and Filbert Streets. Exit parking facility on Arch Street. Walk East ( to
the left)on Arch Street to 6th Street. Walk South on 6th Street (to the right).

Five Star Parking - between 6th & 7th Streets on Market Streets (Closed Sunday). Exit building onto 7th Street
Make right to corner which is Market Street. Walk right on Market Street to 6th Street.
